Guest Louis Adamsel discussed campaign efforts 
other than the mass emails including club-meeting 
presentations, other meet and greets, and so on. He 
believed that their slate's message got people to vote, 
not the emails. He believed that the in person effort 
affected the outcome. He did not believe that the 
efforts ofChris Lee were mass emails. He also believe 
that the elections codes need editing to clearly identify 
"spam" mail. 
Guest Brandy Williams wanted increased 
transparency in the elections process and increased 
communication regarding the process and the results. 
Kim Clark mentioned that the committee needed to 
finish the investigations before reviewing the results.
