He called into question what is
considered excessive emailing. He mentioned his
slate’s efforts of in person visits with group
presentations and student org outreach had an
impacted without the emails.

Guest Yomira Zamora discussed and questioned
ASI’s value of integrity in this elections process. She
discussed the need for increased transparency with
meetings, complaints, and appeals. She also voiced
concerns about the EVP’s role of appointing members
on committees. She believes this lends itself to bias
committee decisions, based on membership of the
committee. She believed that Aaron placing Collin on
the committee is bias because of their fraternity
affiliations.




Guest Kevin Kilpatrick mentioned his attendance at
the meeting was simply to ensure a fair elections
process.

Guest Louis Adamsel discussed a bias looking
committee with Collin being an SAE member and
candidates being in the same fraternity. He discussed
the social media support by Collin for one slate over
the other. He further discussed the need for the most
fair and sound result of elections, which would be to
approve the results as they are.
