Award Process:

1. Nominations are due Wednesday, March 13. Nominations may be submitted to the
Dean's Office via email to Leo Melena (Imelena@csusm.edu).
The Dean will make the final selection.
The CHABSS Dean’s Office will notify all nominees of the decision at the Annual
CHABSS Student Recognition on Tuesday, May 7, 2024. All nominators, nominees and
their families are invited.

Criteria

e Completion of a CHABSS bachelor’s degree in Fall 2023, Spring 2024, or Summer 2024
e  Minimum cumulative GPA of 2.75

Completed Nomination Packets must include the following:

e Afaculty recommendation supporting the nominee’s achievements in advancing the
College’s commitment to community engagement, activism, and leadership.

e Aresume thatincludes a history of community involvement efforts, in addition to
academic, service, and/or leadership history.

e Apersonal statement from the nominee regarding the significance of their contribution
and service to the community, and as it relates to the attainment of their college
degree, generally, and in their major, specifically. (300 words max.)
